Arctic Wolfland Sanctuary has its own well,

recycles the waste of animals and guests. Own

food is generated and stored throughout the

year. In ArcticWolfland Sanctuary the circle of

life takes place every day – almost no kitchen

waste is produced. The house is heated with

local wood only.

Since the family has been living here, changes

inside the house have been made to restore to its

original form, that everything is working

without electricity.

Dog houses, stables and furniture is built from

recycled old material or material out of the

own forest.

has been founded in 2017 by the owners Vállju

and Kauni Susisydän.

The owners once lived aworldly life in big cities
